
Third Party Event Agreement
This Third Party Event Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as of the date of last signature (“Effective Date”) by and between Melanoma Know More (“MKM”), located at 1916 Central Parkway, Cincinnati, Ohio 45214 and  ___________________________, located at ________________________ (“Third Party”). MKM and Third Party may be collectively referred to as the “Parties” or individually as “Party.” 

Third Party desires to plan, organize, and host a third party event, which includes a fundraising activity by a group or individual not affiliated with MKM where MKM has no fiduciary responsibilities and little or no staff involvement (“Third Party Event”).

MKM and Third Party are entering into this Agreement to provide the ability to participate in the Third Party Event and in consideration for the foregoing, the Parties hereby agree to the following: 
1. Third Party Obligations. 
a. Third Party Information Event Form. 

i. “Third Party Information Event Form” must be submitted and properly completed by Third Party to determine if the Third Party Event is within MKM’s guidelines and feasible within the existing calendar of activities. Third Party shall not take any action with regard to the Third Party Event until written approval is received from MKM. 
ii. Third Party must provide MKM a list of any and all businesses or individuals to be contacted for solicitation of donations, sponsorship, or contributions. Third Party must not solicit any business or individuals before receiving written approval of the list from MKM.

iii. MKM reserves the right to decline any underwriting and/or sponsorship Third Party proposes to be involved in the Third Party Event.  

b. Third Party Expenses. Third Party shall incur all expenses or provide any funds necessary and associated with the Third Party Event. The Third Party assumes all risk for the event’s expenses and liabilities, including obtaining insurance coverage, if necessary. 
c. Advertisement and Promotion. 

i. The Third Party Event shall be promoted and conducted in a manner to avoid the statement or appearance of MKM endorsing any product, firm, organization, individual or services.

ii. Third Party may create their own letterhead utilizing the MKM logo and statement. The MKM statement reads, “Proceeds from this event will benefit Melanoma Know More.”

iii. Third Party must state in the Third Party Event promotions and/or campaign the exact terms of the donation that will be given to MKM. For example, Third Party may state that 75% of profits, one-time donation of $1,000, or all proceeds will be donated to MKM.  However, the promotion must not imply or state that MKM is the host of the Third Party Event. Any and all sponsors of the Third Party Event must be clearly identified. For example: “The Elks Club, Bob’s Variety, The Smith Family, is hosting X event, with proceeds benefiting Melanoma Know More.” 

iv. All promotions of the Third Party Event which mentions or includes the MKM name or logo must be approved by MKM in writing prior to printing or release. Third Party shall provide promotions for MKM approval five (5) business days before requested release date. Promotions may include, but not be limited to, newspaper articles, advertisements in print, flyers, email, social media postings, and any form of electronic communication. 
v. Third Party shall not suggest or imply that Third Party Event payments by participants qualify as charitable, tax-deductible contributions. MKM strictly forbids this type of language, whether verbal or written, since participating attendees receive something of value in return for their donation. 

d. Donations and Proceeds Protocol. 

i. Third Party must provide in writing the date by which MKM will receive the donation. However, Third Party shall provide the donation to MKM no later than thirty (30) days after the event. 
ii. Third Party shall be solely responsible for the collection of all fees, entries, payments, and contributions for the Third Party Event. If checks are made payable to Melanoma Know More, Third Party must send the unendorsed checks along with the net proceeds of the Third Party Event directly to MKM.
iii. Third Party shall provide financial statements to MKM upon request in an efficient and reasonable manner. 

2. MKM Obligations. 

a. MKM is not financially or otherwise liable for the promotion or staging of the Third Party Event.

b. MKM reserves the right to participate in similar promotions and other third party events.
c. MKM reserves the right to review the Third Party Event financial statements at any time. 
d. An MKM staff member may meet with Third Party to discuss the Third Party Event. However, MKM is not responsible for the logistics or planning of the Third Party Event. 
e. Depending on nature of the Third Party Event and number of participants, MKM may provide educational literature and informational brochures to use at the Third Party Event. However, MKM cannot guarantee that the literature or brochures will be available for the event. Further, MKM cannot guarantee the presence of MKM volunteers or MKM staff at the Third Party Event. 
3. Assumption of Risk. Third Party understands and acknowledges that the Third Party Event may be dangerous and may involve the risk that the participants may sustain serious injury, temporary or permanent disability, death, and/or property damage. Third Party understands that the Third Party Event is not supervised by MKM and that MKM does not provide medical services. Third Party further acknowledges that any injury sustained while participating in the Third Party Event may be compounded by negligent or delayed medical service. THIRD PARTY VOLUNTARILY AND FREELY ASSUMES ALL RISKS AND DANGERS THAT MAY OCCUR PURSUANT TO PARTICPATION IN THE THIRD PARTY EVENT, INCLUDING THE RISK OF INJURY, DEATH, OR PROPERTY DAMAGE, EVEN IF CAUSED BY NEGLIGENCE OF MKM.

4. Indemnification. Third Party hereby agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless MKM, including MKM affiliates, respective partners, agents, operators, managers, employees, and representatives from and against any third-party losses, damages, actions, suits, claims, judgments, settlements, awards, interest, penalties, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) and costs of any kind for any personal injury, loss of life or damage to property sustained by reason of or arising out of participation in the Third Party Event. The foregoing obligations are conditioned on the Third Party: (i) providing the MKM with prompt notice of any indemnifiable event or loss, (ii) cooperating with the MKM, at the Third Party’s expense, in the defense of such indemnifiable event or loss, and (iii) Third Party shall have sole control of the investigation, defense and settlement of any such claim or loss, provided that the Third Party will not settle any claim against MKM unless the subject settlement unconditionally releases MKM of all liability.  MKM will have the right to participate in the defense of any claim. This indemnification is MKM’s sole liability to Third Party and the Third Party’s exclusive remedy against MKM for any type of claim.

5. Term; Termination. 

a. Term. This Agreement commences on the Effective Date and shall continue through the performance of this Agreement, which shall include the Third Party Event and all donations, contributions, or other funds have been received by MKM (“Term”). 
b. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by either Party before the expiration of the Term by providing written notice if the other Party breaches this Agreement and fails to remedy the breach within thirty (30) days after receiving notice of such breach. Additionally, either Party may terminate this Agreement for convenience by providing sixty (60) days written notice to the other Party. Upon termination, any donations, charitable contributions, or other funds collected for purposes of the Third Party Event through the Term must be provided to MKM within thirty (30) days of termination. 
6. Notices. Notices required or permitted to be delivered per this Agreement shall be in writing to the addresses and recipients set forth below:

7. Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement will be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Ohio, without giving effect to the principles of conflicts of law of such state. 

8. Waiver. No waiver of any term or right in this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing, signed by an authorized representative of the waiving Party. The failure of any Party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or modification of such provision, or impairment of its right to enforce such provision or any other provision of this Agreement thereafter.

9. Survival. Any provision of this Agreement providing for performance by either Party after termination of this Agreement shall survive such termination and shall continue to be effective and enforceable.

10. Compliance with Laws. In the performance of the terms of this Agreement, the Parties shall comply with all applicable federal, state, regional and local laws, rules, and regulations.

11. Severability. If any provision or portion of this Agreement shall be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions or portions shall remain in full force and effect.
12. Entire Agreement; Modification; Binding Effect. This Agreement is the entire agreement between the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes any prior agreement or communications between the Parties, whether written, oral, electronic, or otherwise. No change, modification, amendment, or addition of or to this agreement shall be valid unless in writing and signed by authorized representatives of the parties. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the successors, assigns, and legal representatives of the Parties.
13. Signatures. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which together constitute a single agreement. A .pdf or facsimile or other electronic version of an executed copy of this Agreement shall be deemed an original document for all enforcement purposes.
